PROPOSAL FOR DESIGNATING A NEIGHBOURHOOD AREA

Brighstone Parish Council wishes to formally request the Isle of Wight Council to consider this application for its proposal for a designated neighbourhood area in respect of the development of a Neighbourhood Plan for Brighstone. A plan is attached with the boundary of the proposed designated neighbourhood area (comprising the whole of Brighstone Parish) marked in red.

Brighstone Parish Council proposes that the area, shown on the attached plan, should be designated for the following reasons:-

(a) The neighbourhood area falls within the established Parish Boundary for Brighstone, 

including Brook, Hulverstone, Mottistone and Limerstone, with no proposed changes.

Therefore it does not encroach or impinge on any surrounding parishes which may wish to develop their own Neighbourhood Plan.

(b) It is important to include the whole of the designated parish area, including all outlying 

rural dwellings, hamlets and other villages, inside this Neighbourhood Plan boundary. Whilst developing and implementing a community led Neighbourhood Plan, we can thus continue to nurture and promote the strong sense of community that is already a feature of Brighstone services which we all share, our Plan needs also to recognise and thus consider these links as an integral part of all aspects of our deliberations.
(c) The proposed area is natural environment and includes the heritage coast; conservation areas; historic buildings including three churches; downs; forests; bridleways and footpaths and village pound. These are invaluable features of Brighstone and their sustainability, long-term protection and preservation are crucial if we are to ensure that they remain, in perpetuity, for the enjoyment of current and future residents of Brighstone Parish and the Island.
(d) Brighstone Parish is fortunate in that it has clearly defined areas that will help to influence key development elements of the Neighbourhood Plan.

Brighstone Parish Council considers that it meets the criteria for a qualifying body, for the purposes of Section 61g of the 1990 Town and Country Planning Act, as it is a local authority which is bound by statute and therefore fully accountable to the community.
